Directions:  The recorder records a checkmark (() inside each box when a student is called on by the teachers and participates in the discussion.  When the teacher calls on someone to share what partners discussed, both partners are to receive a check.
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During the discussion:  The recorder should also record a checkmark (() each time a nice comment (such as “Good idea!”) is heard, a mean comment is made (like “That’s stupid.”), and each time someone yells out an answer or disrupts.
